David

Bine, multumesc foarte mult. As dori sa incep cu prezentarea solutiei de ajustare a climei fermei
la microscara, care vine de la membrii nostri. Pentru ca avem o organizatie in care pot fi membri doar
pana la 40 de ani, unii dintre acesti oameni nu sunt acum membrii nostri, dar in trecut au fost sau
coopereaza cu noi, lucreaza cu noi. Asa ca iau de la ei fotografiile si iata-ne, aici incepem. Deci trebuie
sa fiu rapid.

Voi incepe doar cu cateva exemple, in general, care este micorscara investitiilor pentru noi. Este
vorba despre suma maxima de bani pentru proiect de aproximativ 2500 de euro. Este un proiect care a
putu fi implementat fara autorizatie de construire, asa ca a mers foarte rapid. O poti face oriunde vrei. De
fapt, daca este domeniul tau sau pamantul tau si poti recunoaste schimbarile, care are un anumit impact
de distrugere asupra diversitatii, naturii si a altor lucruri.

Asadar, iata primele cazuri de bio curele. Nu stiu cat de asemanator este in alte tari, dar la noi
este foarte popular acum are céteva plusuri si cateva minusuri.

Pentru noi, cel mai mare plus este ca este cu adevarat ieftin. Costa aproximativ 100 sau 200 de
euro pentru material de insamantare si modificarile se pot vedea Tn una sau trei luni. Depinde cand o faci.
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O poti face primavara sau toamna. Depinde ce fel de plante folosesti pentru asta. Avem un material
special de Tnsamantare care este furnizat de companii speciale de insamantare, care lucreaza cu
fermierii. Si ajuta la promovarea fermei tale, pentru ca toata lumea vede flori frumoase pe campurile tale.
Are culori frumoase de exemplu ca rosu le veti vedea in poze. Este subventionat si sunt chiar un fel de
subventii dragute. Este vreo 500 de euro pe hectar si e impotriva eroziunii. Avem o problema destul de
mare cu eroziunea pentru ca multi fermieri din tara noastra lucreaza la munte.

Dar, ca intotdeauna, exista unele minusuri, cum ar fi pierderea terenului pentru agricultura. Deci
faci o centura bio. E frumos, dar daca ai multe animale si e seceta, uneori este o problema ca nu ai
suficient material de hranire pentru vaci, de exemplu, sau gasca, depinde.

Uneori apar probleme cu gestionarea proiectelor pentru subventii. Deci primesti bani pentru asta.
Dar daca centura ta bio este prea scurta, prea lunga sau prea mica, iti pierzi banii si primesti 5% amenda
la alte subventii. Asa ca uneori nu se acorda pentru a face asta in cadrul subventiilor. Si curelele bio sunt
cu adevarat interesante pentru mistreti. Aveti doua tipuri de curele bio. O vom vedea pe alt slide, nu pe
acesta. Aceasta este centura bio pentru albine si este o substanta alimentara roscata, este procesata
pentru ulei. Dar aici doar o lasi si dup& unul sau doi ani o arunci si poti vedea mustarul charlock. Este un
fel de rapita. Pe cealalta poza puteti vedea coperta purpurie si maciucile ceea ce este foarte util pentru
albine.

Deci aveti douad tipuri de bio cure. Prima este aceasta. Este pentru albine. Mai ales, este pentru
miere. Aceasta poza vine de la unul dintre fostii nostri membri. Are peste 40 de ani, dar ne impartaseste
un rezultat . Asa ca i-am facut pozele si poti obtine niste subventii din asta.

Si daca vezi pamantul, poti vedea in trei luni diferenta.

Un alt tip este hranirea bio centura. Acolo folosim sorgul, se numeste in ceha ,Cirok”. Sau poti
folosi porumb, este aproape la fel si ai mai multe plante precum varza. Si acest lucru este cu adevarat
atractiv pentru mistreti. Avem probleme destul de mari cu ei. In camp, care are vreo 5 sau 4 ha, se pot
obtine peste 50 de borduri salbatice. Deci ar trebui sa fie pentru hranirea caprioarelor si a altor animale.
Dar bordurile salbatice mananca totul. Si puteti vedea pe imagine semintele pentru hranirea centurii bio,
cum arata in practica. Puteti vedea centura bio.

De asemenea, exista un proiect care se numeste ,Chech Toskansko”. Este facut de fermierul
Petr Marada. Din pacate, el nu a fost membrul nostru, dar trebuie sa va arat acest proiect. Nu este un
fermier clasic, nu produce nimic, dar face curele bio si se pricepe foarte bine la asta. Si cred ca acea
saptamana sau doud saptamani in urma a castigat o competitie in Europa si a fost unul dintre cele mai
bune proiecte pentru biodiversitate. Asadar, aici este aproape totul in aceasta centura biologica, el
foloseste o multime de tehnologii. Poti vedea copacii acolo.

Asa ca vom merge la un alt exemplu bun din tara noastra - la agrosilvicultura. Trebuie sa spun, in
primul rand, este o cursa lunga, asa o numim. Nu este asa ca reusiti acum si veti vedea ca exista unele
diferente de recunoscut in luni de zile. Deci nu este rapid, dar este destul de ieftin pentru ca un copac
costa de la 4 la 16 euro. Este destul de ieftin, dar dureaza ceva timp. Ajuta la antieroziunea apei si
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antieroziunea vantului. Tot in Republica Ceha acum, in alte subventii, dupa anul 2021, il puteti folosi
pentru subventiile pentru platile cu o singura eroare. Asa ca vom adauga agrosilvicultura acolo si veti
primi bani pentru asta.

Minusul este ca ai pierde ceva productie din domeniul tau. Asa ca exista ceva umbra si uneori
lipsa de apa din cauza copacilor si a durat mult s& se ridice pana cand copacii au devenit mai mari. Si
daca te uiti la cateva poze, poti vedea in partea stanga fasii de nuci. Adica, parca ai o multime de copaci
si este facut de membrul organizatiei noastre de catre Jiri Michalisko. Si este un tip special de copac
acolo si pentru nuci, radacinile le vinzi uneori din ramuri.

Deci, este un mod foarte interesant de a lucra cu asta. Si ajuta, ca si cu umbra, ajuté la eroziune.
Si daca te uiti la poza din partea dreapta, este de la colegii nostri de la organizatia Ceha Agroforestry,
care arata exemplele bune din Franta. Si ei spun ca nu exista diferente in productie, dar nu prea am
incredere in el. Dar chiar ajuta la astfel de lucruri.

Asa ca ne vom uita acum la celélalt tip de mod de a schimba clima si biodiversitatea la nivel local.
Si este 0 zona umeda. Exista cateva plusuri ca intotdeauna. Nu costa multi bani. Ajuta diversitatea. Si
puteti vedea rezultatele.

Deci, uneori, exista probleme cu administrarea unui proiect daca doriti niste subventii pentru asta.
Asa ca este mult mai bine sa iei un excavator si sa o faci singur, doar daca nu e ceva mare. Deci poti sa o
faci singur. Si uneori, daca Tti construiesti propriile zone umede, vin doar niste cameni care protejeaza
natura si spun, nu, nu, nu, nu este posibil s& o muti cu masinile tale. Nu poti folosi un motor mare. Trebuie
sa o faci, cu mainile tale. Si uneori e mai greu. Deci are unele minusuri, dar in unele cazuri se merita.
Imaginile vin de la Marek Danhel, care tocmai si-a dat seama de multe lucruri de genul acesta. Si de fapt
este util, mai ales pentru broaste, care uneori nu sunt obisnuite in regiune, trebuie doar sa revina ca sa
poti vedea rezultatele. Si ajuta la climatul local. Am citit pe undeva ca ajuta cu 15%, impotriva secetei.
Deci este foarte util.

Deci, un alt caz este utilizarea ramurii de flux oarba. Nu stiu daca este obisnuit in tara voastra, nu
dar la noi, ai vreun rau sau vreun rau mai mic. Si, existd o multime de directii ale paraului, care nu sunt
folosite. Si este putina intrare cum sa o reparam. Asa ca |asati apa sa vina la ea. Pur si simplu puneti
ceva acolo si este un mod usor de a da o viata acelei ramuri pentru ca este goala. Nu este nimic. Dar
uneori exista o problema cu proprietatea. La noi este o mare problema pentru ca multe directii de parau
oarbe sunt detinute de stat si nu poti face nimic cu ele.

Dar chiar si de la colegii nostri, putem vedea ca este posibil sa-I cumparati uneori de la stat sau
pur si simplu sa le spuneti: ei nu o folosesc. Si, in sistem, este ca o ramura a raului. Deci este in regula, o
poti face, dar cu banii tai. Puteti ajuta la nivel local la biodiversitatea si lupta impotriva climei imense. Asa
ca ajuta si pentru ca diverse apa, exista viata si atat. Asa ca va multumesc foarte mult pentru atentie. Si
Woijtek, cuvantul este multumirea ta!

The Podcast Host

We start with David and shall you have any question to David, please ask them immediately
because he needs to quit. That's why we start with him. And he's the chairman of Young Agrarians’
Society of Czech Republic. He's well representing young Czech farmers in Brussels. He's a very active
advocate of young farmers on the European Union level and he's a farmer himself and while running his
family farm with his brother and parents. So David, the floor is yours and it's my immense pleasure, |
mean rattling situation to have you on this seminar. And please be short, be precise and be small scale
and give them a time to answer your well, | mean to answer the questions. Okay, so David BROZ, the
president of Young Agrarian Society of Czech Republic.

David

Okay, thank you very much. So | would like to start with the presentation of the microscale or farm
climate adjustment solution which comes from our members. Because we have an organization in which
there can be member only till 40 years old, some of those people are not actually now our members, but
in the past they were or they are cooperating with us or they are working with us. So | get from them the
photos and here we go, here we start. So | must be fast.

So | will just start with some in general, what is microscale investment for us. It's about the
maximum amount of money for project about 2500 euro. It's without building permit, so it's very fast. You
can do it wherever you want. Actually, if it's your field or your land and you can recognize the changes, it
is distinguishable and it has some impact for diversity, nature and other things.

So here's the first case bio belts. | don't know how common it is in other countries, but in our
country it's very popular now it has some pluses and some minuses.

For us, the biggest plus is that it's really cheap. It costs about 100 or 200 euro for seeding
material and the changes are possible to see in one or three months. It depends when you do it. You can
do it in the spring or in the autumn. It depends on what kind of plants you use for that. We have a special
seeding material which is provided by special seeding companies, which are working with the farmers.
And it helps to promote your farm, because everybody sees nice flowers on your fields. It has nice colors
like red you will see the photos. It's subsidized and it's really nice kind of subsidies. It's about 500 euro
per hectare and it's against the erosion. We have a quite big problem with erosion because a lot of
farmers in our country are farming in the mountains.

But as always, there are some minuses like losing of land for farming. So you make a bio belt. It's
nice, but if you have a lot of animals and it's drought, sometimes there is a problem that you don't have
enough feeding material for cows, for example, or goose, it depends.
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Sometimes there are some problems with the administration of project for subsidies. So you get
money for that. But if your bio belt is too short, too long or too small, you lose your money and you get 5%
fine on other subsidies. So sometimes it's not awarded to do it under the subsidies. And bio belts are
really interesting for wild boars. You have two kinds of bio belts. We will see it on other slide not this. This
is the bio belt for bees and it's a fooder reddish, it's processed for oil. But here you just let it and after one
or two years you just throw it and you can see the charlock mustard. It's some kind of rapeseed. On the
other picture you can see the crimson cover and the vetches and it's really helpful for the bees.

So you have two types of biobelt. First one is this. It's for bees. Especially, it's for honey. This
picture comes from one of our ex member. He's older than 40, unfortunately, but he's making some
presentation for us. So | took the pictures from him and you can get some subsidies from that.

And if you see the land, you can see in three months the difference.

Another type is feeding bio belt. We use the sorghum there, it's called in Czech “Cirok”. Or you
can use the corn, it's nearly the same, and you have more plants like a cabbage. And this is really
attractive for the wild boars. We have quite big problems with them. In the field, which has about 5 or 4
ha, you can get more than 50 wildboards. So it should be for the feeding of the deer and other animals.
But wildboards eat everything. And you can see on the picture seed for feeding bio belt, how it looks like
in practice. You can see the bio belt.

Also there is some project which is called “Czech Toskansko”. It's made by farmer Petr Marada.
Unfortunately, he wasn't our member, but | must show you this project. He's not a classic farmer, he's not
producing anything, but he's doing the bio belts and he's really good at it. And | think that week or two
weeks ago he won some competition in Europe and it was one of the best projects for the biodiversity. So
here's everything nearly in this biobelts, he's using a lot of technologies. You can see the trees there.

So we will go to another good example from our country - to the agroforestry. | must say, firstly,
it's a long distance run, this is how we call it. It's not like that you make it now and you will see there are
some recognizable differences in months. So it's not fast, but it's quite cheap because one tree costs from
4 to 16 EUR. It's quite cheap, but it takes some time. It helps to anti-water erosion and anti-wind erosion.
Also in Czech Republic now, in other subsidies, after year 2021, you can use it for the subsidies on single
error payments. So we will add the agroforestry there and you will get money for that.

Minus is that like you are losing some production from your field. So there is some shadow and
sometimes lack of water due to the trees and it took a long time to rise it until the trees are bigger. And if
you look on some pictures, you can see on the left side walnut tree alevenue. | mean that, it's like if you
have a lot of trees and it's made by the member of our organization by Jiri Michalisko. And it's a special
kind of a tree there for the walnuts also, you sell the roots sometimes from the branches.

So it's really interesting way how to work with that. And it helps, like with the shadow, it helps with
the erosion. And if you look on the picture on the right side, it's from our colleagues from the Czech
Agroforestry organization, which is showing the good examples from France. And they are saying that
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there are not no differences in production, but | don't trust it much. But like, it's really helping things like
this.

So we will look now on the other type of how to change climate and biodiversity locally. And it's a
wetlands. There are some pluses as always. It doesn't cost much money. It helps diversity. And you can
see the results.

So sometimes there are problems with administration of a project if you want some subsidies for
that. So it's much better to take some digger and just make it by yourself or just like, it's not something
big. So you can make it by yourself. And sometimes if you build up your own wetlands, they just come
some people who are protecting the nature and they say, no, no, no, it's not possible to move it by your
machines. You can't use a big mover. You must do it, by your hands. And it's sometimes harder. So it has
some minuses, but sometimes it's worthy. The pictures come from the Marek Danhel, who just realized a
lot of things like that. And it's helpful actually, especially for the frogs, sometimes which are not common in
the region, just come back so you can see the results. And it helps for the local climate. | read it
somewhere that it helps for 15%, against the drought. So it's really helpful.

So another case is using the blind stream branch. | don't know if it's common in your countries or
not, but in our country, you have some river or some smaller river. And, there are a lot of branches, which
are not used. And it's low input how to fix it. So you just let the water come to it. You just put there
something and it is easy way how to give a life to that branch because it's empty. There is nothing. But
sometimes there's a problem with ownership. In our country it's a big problem because a lot of blind
stream branches owns state and you can't do with it anything.

But even from our colleagues, we can see that it's possible you can buy it sometimes from state
or just tell them. They don't use it. And it, in system, it's like a branch of the river. So it is okay, you can do
it, but with your money. You can help locally to the biodiversity and fighting immense climate. So it also
helps because various water, there is life and that's all. So thank you very much for your attention. And
Woijtek, the floor is your thank You!
